
The dining area in the kitchen was a challenge as it needed to both work with the rest of the room but not be too impos-
ing as the area was small.

To create a ‘zone’ within the room for the dining table was relatively simple as soon as we decided on a circular table. 
The chairs themselves create the area in which the dining room exists, when they are not in use and all pushed in the 
dining area is relatively small and doesn’t dominate the room.  When the chairs are being used they open up the dining 
area and it becomes more a part of the rest of the room. 
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room - this is helped by its chrome base. 

The dining chairs chosen are small but are extremely comfortable, they are covered in a gorgeou and extremely hard-
wearing ZImmer and Rohde fabric which works well with the silks and linens in the rest of the room.
